Spring Term

Pupils have been asked to compile a project of their research into World War Two.  

Here is a guidance list of topics that must be included in the project, and also the order in which they must appear in their project.

TITLE PAGE – include a title, name, and drawing/picture.


CONTENTS PAGE – after the project is finished, a brief contents page to be included

OVERVIEW / INTRODUCTION – a brief introduction about WW2, who was involved and why it started and finished.

THE BLITZ – What is the Blitz?  Who was affected?  Which cities were targeted?

RATIONING – look at food rationing/clothes rationing.

EVACUATION – why and where children were evacuated to?

AIR RAID SHELTERS – Where they were located?  What were they for? Pictures.

WOMEN’S ROLES – What did women do during the war years?  Jobs they had and how their lives changed?

D-DAY LANDINGS – What were the D-Day landings?  Who was involved?

These are general notes to help you organise your project and understand what you have to do.  

It is recommended that each section should be completed as homework each week e.g. The Blitz could be one week of homework, Rationing would be the next week’s homework etc.

Your project should not be too extensive, about 1 page long per section, no more than 2 pages per section, including pictures if possible.
We can ‘bind’ your project in school when it is complete.
