Features:

Earth contains many interesting features such as Volcanoes and Earthquakes. 
The Earth is the 3rd closest Planet to the Sun.

Volcanoes: 
Inside the Earth's core there is a red-hot liquid rock, called magma. 

Volcanoes happen when magma rises to the surface of the Earth, which causes bubbles of gas to appear in it.

When the magma bursts out of the Earth, it is called lava.

Earthquakes: 
Earthquakes occur because the Earth is placed on things called ‘Plates’ which are on top of the Earth.  Occasionally, these plates rub together, causing the Earth to shake.  This is an Earthquake.

Moons: 
The Earth has 1 Moon that takes 28 Earth days to orbit the Earth.

How long to orbit the Sun:

The Earth itself takes 1 Earth year to orbit the Sun.

Days in a year:

The Earth has 365 days in an Earth year.

Hours in each day:

Each Earth day is 24 hours (12 Earth hours of day 12 Earth hours of night).

Temperature:

The Earth’s temperature depends if it is facing the Sun. The lowest natural temperature ever recorded on Earth was -89.2 °C on July 21, 1983 at the Russian Vostok Station in Antarctica.
