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YEAR 3 INFORMATION SHEET

Welcome to the Juniors!
Your child is now entering a new episode in their school life. The transition from Key Stage 1 into Key Stage 2 can be quite traumatic for some of the children, therefore we aim to make the move for them as easy and smooth as possible.

The daily routine will be different to the one they experienced in Year 2, with added responsibilities and greater independence built in to their daily routine. Each child will adjust and progress differently at different times throughout the year, so we endeavour to treat each child as an individual learner.
Below is a list of  weekly activities to help you as a parent to understand what is expected from each child. These expectations are on a weekly basis and may require home support. 
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SPELLINGS

Spelling lessons will be delivered on Mondays and every pupil will write spelling words in their spelling words book. They will have practice of the words throughout the week. Written spelling tests will not be given on a weekly basis, but the children will be expected to use the words correctly in their writing. Any words that are constantly being mis-spelt will be sent home for further practice.
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MATHS

Year 3 pupils are encouraged to learn their multiplication tables. The aim is to learn and be confident with 2x, 3x, 4x, 5x, 10x by the end of the school year. 
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READING

Home Reader.

Each pupil will be given a reading book equivalent to the level of their school reading book. This will be changed on a Thursday. These books are to give each child extra practise to develop their reading skills. Books are to be read to an adult or older sibling who can then comment on their efforts.
Library books.

Each pupil will have a library book to take home and return to change once read. Reading diaries are to be returned every Thursday. Please make a weekly comment on your child’s/ren’s progress in the book.

School reading book – Oxford Reading Tree.

These books are to be read during school. The children are given time to read these books to an adult each week. They are also given time to read during reading for pleasure sessions. Every other week the children will be encouraged to bring in appropriate reading materials from home.

Pupils will also have the opportunity to read and study aspects of fiction, non-fiction and poetry
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P.E./GAMES

Monday – Games

Outdoor games kit-trainers, shorts/bottoms, house T.shirt, jacket/jumper. Pupils will also need their pumps in case of bad weather.

Games kits can be taken home the same day.

Thursday – P.E.

Indoor kit-house T.shirt, black shorts, pumps/bare feet

 P.E. kits are to be kept in school all week.
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ART/D.T.

Can pupils bring in an old large sized T.shirt or shirt to wear to cover their school tops. Pupils may sometimes be asked to bring in materials from home for a lesson. I would be grateful if you could support your child and help them to gather the appropriate materials when the time occurs.
HOMEWORK
Homework will not be given in abundance in year 3.

Pupils will have a range of the following:



spelling words



reading books (home reader and library)



Maths activities

English or Science (20 mins maximum)



Learning of mathematical facts e.g. multiplication tables



Research related to the topics being studied



Incomplete work to be finished at home.
